“To begin with,” explains David Henry, Prent Quality

Director, “we're asking customers upfront what level of
validation they want, based on their risk assessment
level. Because different packaging requires different
levels of validation, we offer an array of options to meet customer needs—
ranging from a 30-piece process capability study to a complete IQ, OQ, PQ
validation process.”

For example, a simple retainer may
not need a lengthy, sophisticated
validation process. While a sterile
seal barrier package will require a
much more rigorous validation
process, using large and complex
studies.

An important qualification tool

some of our customers use is the
Production Part Approval Process (PPAP) for managing the flow of information
and requirements needed to ensure a successful submission. PPAP’s provide
a clear understanding of a customer’s package specifications and the
requirements for process capabilities and other deliverables such as control
plans and PFMEA's.

A key component of PPAP is Failure Mode and Effects Analysis (FMEA), a
system used to analyze and mitigate potential defects in the design and
manufacturing process. FMEA is a bottom-up analysis method we use to
reduce risks and ensure reliability during the earliest stages of product
development—right through thermoforming and shipping.

“Ultimately, if we do a good job of design and validation, we're able to
produce a superior medical device package which is safe and reliable.” reports
Henry.
